We have an old large loom (currently being used to create a
large shawl for our large cross just in time for Easter!), as well as other hand looms that can be used to make quilts, scarves and
blankets. The hope is that people can come together to experience, enjoy, and do art together. Small/ home groups, individuals,
are welcome to drop by — and a weekly group does meet (currently Wed. nights) to weave together.

4. New Groups — Aside from our weekly home groups, we have a few new groups happening at the Tap. Life2 (monthly on Thurs
and Saturdays @ 7:30 pm) is a marriage / relationship workshop that follows the DVD series “Laugh Your Way to a Better
Marriage.” It is a fun and informative way to help our relational
lives. And Mom2mom (weekly on Wednesdays @ 10:00 am)
is a time for young mothers to get together to share insight and
support each other as they enter the chaos, adventures, and joy
of motherhood!
